Student Technology/ Acceptable Use Policy

Parent and Student:

Computers and other technology tools are used to support learning and to enhance instruction. The Internet, a network of networks, allows people to interact with people and computers around the world. It is a general policy that all computers and technology used within the Geyserville Unified School District are to be used in a responsible, efficient, ethical and legal manner. Failure to adhere to the policy and the guidelines for the use of the GUSD network, as described below, will result in the revocation of access privileges. Unacceptable uses include:

• Violating the conditions of the California Education Code dealing with students’ rights to privacy.

• Using profanity, obscenity, or other language that may be considered offensive.

• Reposting (forwarding) personal communication without the authors prior consent.

• Copying commercial software in violation of copyright laws.

• Loading or downloading games or any software applications.

• Using the network for financial gain, for commercial activity or for any illegal activity.

• Viewing videos/images that are considered to be of a graphically violent nature and

   disturbing to others. (for special projects, please see the instructor)

Because access to the Internet provides connections to other computer systems located around the world, users, and parents of student users, must understand that neither the Geyserville Unified School District or any District staff member controls the content of the information available on these other systems. Some of the information available is controversial and, sometimes may be offensive. The Geyserville Unified School District does not condone the use of such materials and provides an Internet content filter system as well as teacher supervision.

GUSD acceptable use policy and regulations:

The Internet usage by students and staff of GUSD is relatively free.

It is a privilege to use the Internet and the technology tools at GUSD.

A responsible user of the GUSD technology and Internet access may keep a GUSD server account as long as the user is a student in the Geyserville Unified School District.

A responsible user may:

Use the available technology tools at GUSD to complete classroom projects.

Use the Internet to research assigned classroom projects.

A responsible user:

May NOT use the Internet for any illegal purposes.

May NOT use impolite or abusive language.

May NOT violate the rules of common sense or etiquette.

May NOT change computer files that do not belong to the user.

May NOT download games, utility programs or music from the Internet, CD, DVD disk or from any storage media onto a GUSD computer or server (for special projects see the technology instructor).

May NOT send, receive or use copyrighted material (exceptions are for class projects and fall under the Fair Use Policy)

May NOT share his or her server password with anyone.

May NOT use any form of e-mail (exception: defined class projects)

May NOT play games or engage in non-academic Internet “surfing” during class time.

May NOT store more than 5MB of material on the file server (for special projects see the instructor).

May NOT give out any personal information over the Internet such as name, address or phone number (for special projects see the instructor).

May NOT view videos and/or images of a graphically violent nature.

                        (for special projects see the instructor).

Note that the GUSD system operator/administration will have access to all user server accounts.

Students are not to use GUSD technology to access e-mail accounts. No personal or District accounts are allowed (see instructor for special project allowance).

By signing this agreement you acknowledge that you:

Understand the rules and regulations of the GUSD Acceptable Use Policy, and realize that if the rules are violated, your privilege to use GUSD technology and Internet may be cancelled. The GUSD Technology Committee reviews each case.
